Sunday, June 20th at both services.  
Our High School Youth will be leaving on June 26th for their 

Mission Trip to Booneville, Arkansas. Booneville, home to 4,117 

residents, is located in the Arkansas River Valley between the 

scenic Ouachita and Ozark mountains. It is near the foot of Mt. 

Magazine, the highest mountain between the Appalachian and 

Rocky mountains. Tourists come to the Ozark region to enjoy the 

parks and nature, explore underground caves and catch a 

glimpse of a variety of wildlife. Eighteen percent of residents live 

below the poverty level, including 22 percent of those under age 

18. The poor and unemployed (4.7 percent) face many daily 

struggles. We pray for our youth and  their chaperones who will 

help bring love and encouragement to these individuals by 

serving them and hearing their stories.
