At the May 23 Special Congregational Meeting, the congregation
voted to start the process to Call an Associate Pastor. The
resolution that passed was:

With the retirement of Director of Lay

Ministry and the vacancy of the

Chil drenébés Education Pos

recommends not replacing these

positions as described today but modify

the current staff structure with the

calling of an Associate Pastor.

The first step in the call process is to elect a Call Committee.
The Call Committee’s role is to gather the congregational and
community information, develop the formal job description with
input from the congregation, interview the call candidates and
make a recommendation to the congregation. A member of the
Call Committee will spend approximately 15-20 hours/month
during the call process.

At the same Congregational Meeting, the congregation gave the
CLC Council the authority to create a Call Committee that is
representative of the entire congregation. The Council is now
seeking nominations for the Call Committee. If you would
like to nominate yourself or another member of the congregation,
please email:

/ On behalf of the landscaping subcommittee, | want to extend a huge THANK YOU to
everyone that helped get nearly 80 trees planted and mulched! Volunteers
representing every age group in the congregation participated. OUTSTANDING!
Volunteers worked on different days through a variety of weather and soil conditions
that challenged even the hardiest of souls. WOW! The trees are looking good and
should provide an excellent foundation to build the remainder of our landscaping
upon! E XCELLENT! Through Saturday, May 22 more than 80 different members of
the congregation and from 3 different scout troops donated more than 275 hours of
Tha k FOU volunteer work to complete the task. That is an exceptional number of hours that
allowed us to finis h well before 3 pm on each of the Saturdays we worked. | would
also like to extend a word of thanks to Rob Szrom and the staff at Lakeshore Landscaping. They have been
wonderful with their time and resources. They provided the overall design work, supp lied the trees and mulch, and

allowed us to use their wheelbarrows, tree dollies, and shovels to complete the work. Thank you also to everyone
that provided lunch and snacks for our workers. The food and beverage were great!

Phase | of the landscaping also includes planting flowers, grasses and shrubs around the new building, grading

and hydroseeding the lot with grass, as well as installing cobblestones along the drip line of the church once the
grading is complete. The flowers, grasses and shrubs ad jacent to the building will be planted in the coming month
as the siding on the church is completed. Because of all the rain we have received, we have been unable to grade

and hydroseed the dirt portion of the lot. Grading, seeding, and installing the co bblestones will be completed in
late July or August to give the grass seed the best chance to get established.

None of these tasks could be completed without the generous financial contributions of all of the donors. The total

cost of Phase | of the land scaping is over $28,000. To date, donations and pledges totaling over $25,000 have

been received. We are well on the way to having the cost of phase | paid for. If you would like to donate to the
landscaping, there are donation envelopes and forms on th e divider in the narthex to the right as you approach the
sanctuary. Donations and pledges in any amount are welcome. Thank you!

Phase Il of the landscaping will include developing the prayer garden to the east of the new sanctuary, developing
the 2 rai n gardens, and adding another 20  -25 trees.
These are planned to be completed in the next1 -2 years.
