If you are the builder, you might be talking about your home remodel or our new sanctuary construction.  

Youõll recognize the truth of the proverb in the amount of learning, artistry and know-how that it takes.

But what if God is the builder?  King David wanted to build a house for God (2 Samuel 7), but God said, 

òNo, Iõm going to build a house for you.ó  God wanted to be the builder.  He said that He would build a 

house for David that would last forever.   Now thatõs established! 

 

When Jesus (the carpenter apprentice of Nazareth and the architect of the universe) spoke to His disciples in 

farewell, He told them to not be troubled or afraid.  He told them that He Himself was making room for 

them with the Father (John 14:2).  He also told them that through His word He and His Father would build 

their home in those who believe (John 14:23).  Now thatõs built! 

 

The wisdom and understanding behind Godõs great building project is all laid out for us in His Word.  Take 

part in opening up the scriptures on Monday nights with Dr. Wangerin, in weekly or monthly small groups, 

in daily devotion and study, and in regular Sunday Worship.

Social Ministry Emphases  
for April  

 

 

 

¶ Aprilõs specific emphasis is to provide volunteers for Rebuilding Togetherõs (formerly Christmas 

in April) Valparaiso effort http://rebuildingtogethervalparaiso.org , and monetary support for 

Habitat for Humanityõs Porter County chapter http://portercountyhabitat.org . 

¶ Valparaisoõs Rebuilding Together began 20 years ago and in that time over 400 homes and 

nonprofit organizations have been improved.  Habitat for Humanity in Porter County has 

constructed several new homes over the past several years for deserving families. 

¶ RT also has projects in other Northwest Indiana communities including Chesterton, East 

Chicago, Gary, Hebron, Hobart, and Portage.  HFH has built homes in Valpo, Gary, Hammond, 

and other communities.  Home construction and improvements have been accomplished with 

donated time and materials . 

¶ RT is dedicated to keeping low income, elderly, and disabled homeowners living in warmth, 

safety, independence, dignity, and decency.  HFH builds modest homes for families and works 

with these families to follow financial plans that will ensure homeowners hip for the long term.  

¶ Valpo RT is part of a national organization, the largest volunteer home rehabilitation 

organization in America, whose work takes place in 1000 cities and towns in all 50 states. RT 

cumulative effort through the year 2009 is a total o f 2.1 million volunteers have worked over 21 

million hours to rehabilitate 80,000 houses and non -profit facilities.  

¶ Habitat has built more than 200,000 houses around the world, providing more than 1,000,000 

people in more than 3,000 communities with safe, decent, affordable shelter.  CLCW Eve Circle 

helps landscape new HFH homes when they are ready.  Contact Becky Luckett at 464-4316 to 

become involved. 

¶ CLC is this year again pulling together a team of 15-20 volunteers for RT for April 17.  About 25 

houses will be repaired by about 400 -500 volunteers on Saturday, April 17, 7am-4pm.  Sign up 

for the April 17 RT volunteer day is on the Social Ministry Bulletin Board near the drinking 

fountain, or you can contact Tim Sutherland, at 465-0659, for a form to sign up, or download a 

form at http://www.rebuildingtogethervalparaiso.org/Volunteer/Forms/VolunteerWaiver.pdf .

CLC's Building Project 

It is important to share our progress to date on our capital 

campaign. Below are frequently-asked questions, from one or 

more members of our Church Family, regarding the project:  

  

1.   How many family giving units (FGUs) pledged to the 

building project? 187 out of 3 25  
  

2.   How many FGUs have begun giving toward that pledge? 

182 out of 187 = 97.3%  
  

3.   How many FGUs have already completed their 3-year 

pledge?  16 or 8.5%  
   

4.   What has been the total amount pledged for the project?  

 $1,122,157.92  
  

5.   How much has been received to date? In calendar year 

2009  plus January and February 2010 ...$ 530,878.21  or 

47.3 %  
  

6.   How much has been received to date if we include 

designated gifts given in calendar year 2008 as well?  

$582 ,424 .21  or 51.9 %  
  

7.   How much total money has been given to date for 

memorial gifts above and beyond the building pledge? 

$60 ,055.00  +  an additional $1 0,600 in a three -year 

pledge  
  

As you can see, we are making wonderful progress toward our 

goal! Thank you, thank you, thank you! We are truly blessed to 

use God's gifts of time, talent, and treasure to advance His 

Kingdom! 

 

We have also put in over 5000 hours of volunteer 

labor on the actual construction of the building.
