 Grace to you and peace from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.  I thank my God every time I 

remember you, constantly praying with joy in every one of my prayers for all of you,  because of your sharing 

in the gospel from the first day until now.

(CLC members) have visited the Jacobsons in Tanzania at various times.  CLC volunteers have sent 

medical supplies to Dr. Jacobson.  ELCA mission support gifts go to programs that minister directly to 

those in need or to educational programs for pastors, teachers, and lay people who work daily to bring 

the love of Christ to people in need of  support for the mind, body, and spirit.
