(Matthew 25:40)  

 

Social Ministry Emphasis for Jan.  Each month the Social Ministry Committee  

     highlights a special giving opportunity.  Januaryõs specific 

 emphasis is to provide support for the  New  
Creation Menõs Center.   

 

New Creation is a recently created center for homeless  

men in Valpo. New Creation Men's Center offers  

supportive services for homeless men (who eat and sleep  

in an overnight shelter provided by a group of churches).  

The Center is always in need of  

1. cleaning supplies  

2. toilet paper and paper towels  

3. laundry detergent and bleach  

4. toiletries  

5. office supplies (copy paper, pens, pocket calendars, etc.)  

6. coffee, creamer, sugar and artificial sweetener  

7. new or used towels and washcloths  

8. new socks and underwear  

Tom Isaacson is the Executive Director for New creation Center and educates the community on 

the problem of homelessness in Porter County and the challenges faced by the clients, with the 

goal to create self sufficiency. 

 

The new òNickels and Dimes Add Upó group at Christ Lutheran is overseeing the serving of meals 

on the 3
rd

 Friday of the month when the Menõs Shelter is at the Valparaiso Nazarene Church. 

Group facilitator, Diana Iltzsche, is contacting CLC groups to participate in this new ministry 

project. 

 

Each year the CLC Youth also participate in a òScavenger Huntó by going door to door in Valpo to 

collect supply donations for two related centers, the Greenwich House and Spring Valley Center 

(Christian Community Action).   

 

Our goal is to also provide  at least $2000 in funding (envelope giving + budgeted amount + 

Thrivent matching funds) which will help support the needs of New Creation Menõs Center as it 

ministers to homeless men in Valpo and Porter County.
