A Life of Prayer

For Christians, the season of Lent can be seen as a time of reflection and focus on what it means to be ¢
child of God. This time before Easter allows us to hold before ubat it means to be a disciple of Christ and
be in relationship with God. We hear that our prayers are one of the ways that we can enter into this
relationship. Three questions that arise are: Why do we pray?, What should we pray?, and How do we knc
that our prayers will be heard?

It is important for us to know why we should pray. The key is our relationship with God. We use our
prayer to talk with God. Prayer allows us to interact with our Father in heaven that loves us and yearns to h
from us. We pray so that we do not lose heart in the midst of all of the challenges that surround us (Luke
18:1), that we can stand firm in our faith, and that we continue to trust in the promises of God.

What we should pray is shown to us in the praydhat Jesus taught us to pray (Luke 114). This should be
our guide, but how else shall we pray. Within our Foundations confirmation class, we use an acronym (the
first letters of a word or word phrase) to help us remember what those things are. Th@agm isAC7S

Supplication for others and for our needs.

This is a simple reminder of what in ways we can pray to God, but there are other ways in which we can
pray to God as well. God also wants to hear frooms when we are angry, sad, and confused. These
lamentations to God are a way that we can communicate with God what is on our hearts and minds. We ar
also told when we dondt pray or candot expresuwsomnu
our behalf (Romans 8:2827). Just remember that prayer allows us to be in communication with God and Gc
with us.

Finally, we can be certain that God will not only hear our prayer but God will also to respond to our praye
because He has pmised to hear them. How then shall we enter into our prayer? We pray knowing that we
have a listening, providing, and loving Father in heaven who has told us to do this. This makes God
approachable. This makes it easy for us to come to God in praydtis allows us to be in a right and true
relationship with God. Do we always understand how God answers our prayer? No. Is it always what we
want ? No. But, it is always in response to what
prayers,you sayAmenwith heartfelt confidence and faith. When you say Amen, the prayer is sealed, and it
will certainly be heard. Without this ending, neither the beginning nor the middle of the prayer will be of any
benefit (LW 42:76).6
