Christ is risen, He is risen indeed! - What does this mean for us? 
 

 Within the Church, we have established a calendar of the Church year to help us remember the life, 

death, and resurrection of Jesus Christ.  This calendar gives us dates upon which we celebrate what God has 

done and continues to do in and among us.  We need these reminders.  They are helpful, but we should not 

become trapped within the patterns that this calendar establishes.  In fact, we should be cautious of how we 

respond in our Christian freedom because of these days, weeks, months, and years (Galatians 4:10).   

 Two days within the Church calendar tend to take center stage among most believers ð Christmas 

and Easter.  These are two dates that are central to our faith.  Christmas because it celebrates the birth, the 

incarnation of God, in Jesus Christ, Emmanuel ð God with us.  Easter because it celebrates the death and 

resurrection of Jesus Christ ð God for us.  Both Christmas and Easter have periods of promise, anticipation, 

reflection, and hope.  Advent and Lent prepare us for the arrival of these dates and the focus of what they 

mean for us.   

 Here is a word of caution: After Advent comes to Christmas and Lent comes to Easter,  What now?  

After these days come and go, is there a feeling of emptiness?  Do you find it hard to remain in the peace 

and joy of these days?  If you do, donõt feel bad, but be aware.  If you do, most likely you are caught up 

within the thinking of church just following a calendar.  We get caught in the cycle.  It is helpful to have this 

in front of us, but we are being called to think and act differently.   

 How are we to think?  In what way are we called to act?  We shouldnõt be limiting our thinking to 

the fact that these are one-time events in which we are to celebrate this once a year, but that these events 

are promises that are ever before us.  Each and every Sunday are to be celebrated as òlittle Easters.ó  This 

promise and proclamation tell over and over the gospel of Jesus Christ.  But, we should take this 

understanding even further into each and every day.  Every day, we are living in the reality of the risen Christ.  

Every day, we live with the understanding that Christ died for our sins.  Every day, we are called to trust in 

the promise of everlasting life in Jesusõ name.  How then are we to act in our Christian freedom?  Within 

Lutherõs Small Catechism on what does Baptism mean for daily living, he taught, òIt means that our sinful self, 

with all its evil deeds and desires, should be drowned through daily repentance; and that day after day a new 

self should arise to live with God in righteousness and purity forever.ó (See Romans 6:4-14, Galatians 2:19-

20)  Every day, we need to claim this identity and freedom that we have received on account of the risen 

Christ (Galatians 6:1, 13).   

 May this statement strengthen and keep you in each day of your life, 

 òChrist is risen, Christ is risen indeed!ó, and may you live out your 

 Christian freedom through the identity that you have received in 

Christ Jesus, Amen.

Little Lamb Preschool  
 

Health Kits For Haiti Service Project :  
One of our 4 year old preschool students (and CLC member),  Adam  

Hammer, was really moved by the need in Haiti. It began when his mom  

used pictures and explanations to help him understand why these  

health kits were needed.  Mom explained how their family has things,  

but other people sometimes donõt.  She had been trying to get him to understand other peopleõs 

feelings. Adam understood what happened in Haiti and wanted to help. He told his cousin and his 

grandma about the need. Adam and his grandma in turn asked others to participate and in total 

contributed 15 hea lth kits and $35 for shipping costs! Adam was really proud of his participation.  

 

There are probably many such stories of the process of helping young children understand the 

needs of others and the importance of helping others through service projects an d activities. LLP 

collected a total of 45 health kits and raised $52 dollars for shipping and toothpaste costs. CLC 

Youth also collected 40 health kits. Most of us, along with Adam, will not be able to see how our 

efforts touched people personally, but we can all imagine. Thank you CLC and LLP for opening your 

hearts to the people of Haiti.

When I sit in the preschool office I can see and hear the teachers and the children. It is truly a 

joy to hear their voices and see the coming s and goings. Today 5 year old preschooler Parker 

Pendleton (also a CLC member) brought in special Bunny Sugar cookies to send home with his 

classmates. Mrs. Hetzel took the time to put each cookie in an individual bag and  

label it with Parkerõs name. She invited Parker to put a cookie on each of the  

childrenõs cubbies, and even let him choose what color cookie to give. He was so  

happy to give those cookies; he was beaming, and even jumping up and down a little!  

 

Why am I telling you this? We have tender , loving staff who use every opportunity to develop the 

self worth of each child. We have kind, generous families and childcare providers (thank you Carol 

Harker ðbunny cookie donator) who share their love by doing all those little extra things for the 

families and staff of LLP. We have thoughtful and caring CLC members who continually amaze us 

with their gifts of time (LLP Family Carnival Helpers), prayer and donations. We thank God for 

bringing us all here together to serve Him!

¶ Each month the Social Ministry highlights a special giving opportunity.  

¶ Mayõs specific emphasis is to provide monetary support for Interfaith Refugee and 

Immigration Ministries (IRIM) www.irim.org . 

¶ For twenty four years IRIM has witnessed the miracles presented through refugee 

resettlement. 

¶ IRIMõs mission is to encourage interfaith support for refugee resettlement, provide services 

which help refugees become self sufficient, offer assistance with immigration laws and 

procedures, and advocate for fair and humane treatment of refugees and immigrants. 

¶ Interfaith helps r efugees and immigrants live longer, happier, healthier lives by relocating 

them to safe homes within the Chicago region.. 

¶ Interfaith supplies temporary housing, furnishing, clothing, English -language classes, 

vocational training, employment assistance, childrenõs programs, counseling, and more. 

¶ On a daily basis, refugees and immigrants are quietly making progress throughout the 

Chicago region.  Behind each statistic is a human face: a Rwandan child who excels in 

school, a Somali father of four who is promot ed on the job, or an Assyrian grandmother 

who proudly becomes a citizen 

¶ Our gifts can make a vital difference, allowing IRIM to provide stopgap and longer term 

assistance. 

¶ Our goal is to also provide at least $2500 in funding (envelope giving + budgeted am ount) 

which will help support the needs of individuals served by IRIM.  

¶ Use your weekly worship service envelope and indicate òIRIMó on the line marked Social 

Ministry with the amount you wish to give in addition to your regular giving.  Thank you for 

supporting monthly social ministry needs.

Micah 6:8 calls us, as Christians, to do justice,  

love mercy and walk humbly with our God.  

The Lutheran World Relief Coffee Project  

helps Lutherans answer that call by  

improving the lives of small-scale farmers  

around the world.
