To know these prophets is to have a foundation for understanding all the prophets of
Israel. They speak to the neglect of justice and righteousness as the reasons for God’s
judgment. At the same time God’s message of hope, redemption and God’s
faithfulness come out loud and clear. All three of these “minor” prophets have much to
say to us today regarding who God is as well as our relationship to God.

To receive the full benefits of this study, members are encouraged to read material
between group meeting times—anywhere from 8 to 20 pages during a two-week
period.
